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Judge Robin J. Cauthron to Speak at OCU School of Law

The Honorable Robin J. Cauthron, Chief Judge of the U.S. District Court for the Western District of Oklahoma, is scheduled to speak on the topic “The Effects of Federal Sentencing on Society” at an open forum hosted by Oklahoma City University School of Law’s student chapter of the American Constitution Society (ACS). Free and open to the public, the forum will be held on Tuesday, October 1, 2002, in the Homsey Family Moot Courtroom, Sarkeys Law Center, on the Oklahoma City University campus.


“Federal sentencing guidelines, which establish mandatory sentencing minimums, have inspired much public debate,” explained Andrew Koester, a second year law student from Edmond, Okla., and president of OCU LAW’s ACS chapter. “Judge Cauthron will discuss the role of federal sentencing guidelines and their impact on society.”

The first woman in the state of Oklahoma to be named to the federal trial bench, Judge Cauthron was appointed in 1991 by President George Bush and became Chief Judge in 2001. Before the appointment, Judge Cauthron served as a Magistrate Judge for the U.S. District Court. Prior to that she served as a state judge and had worked in private practice in Idabel, Okla.

In 1993 and again in 1998, Judge Cauthron received the Oklahoma Trial Lawyers Association’s Federal Judge of the Year award. She has been honored by the Oklahoma Bar Association with its Women in Law Spotlight Award and Golden Quill Awards. Judge Cauthron’s articles have appeared in the Oklahoma Law Review and the Oklahoma Bar Journal.


Judge Cauthron earned her bachelor’s degree and Juris Doctor degree from the University of Oklahoma. She also earned a master’s degree from the University of Central Oklahoma.
